CIS 3362 Homework #2 Grading Criteria (out of 100)

1) 20 points – 5 points for listing I of C data, 5 points for strategy afterwards, 8 points for the solution, 2 points for stating the keyword.

2) 20 points – 10 points for the explanation of the process, 10 points for the solution.

3) 30 points – They can do this by program or by hand.

If the answer is correct and there’s a reasonable explanation of how they did it, give full credit. If there’s no explanation and only an answer and nothing else give 15/30. Keep free to take off a bit less if you think the explanation is lacking.

For those who didn’t get it, award partial credit as follows:

By hand: 5 points for setting up the matrix equation shown. 5 points for starting to solve the system of equations, 20 points for the progress made on the system.

By hand matrices: 5 points for setting up augmented matrix, 5 points for at least one row operation, 20 points for the rest of the row operations to solve.

By computer program: 5 points for setting up some equation in the program, 10 points for attempting to do a brute force, 15 points for the progress made from this point.

You have some leeway here with the partial credit.
4) 30 points – 10 points for turning in a .c or .java file that properly reads through the input file, 10 points for the sample case, 10 points for the more complicated case. Feel free to give partial credit on these test cases if you feel it’s warranted.
